                                              Хід заходу 

Ведучий:1: Every country has its own traditions and customs. In Britain tradi​tions play a very important role in the life of people mostly because the British are very conservative. They are proud of their traditions and keep them carefully.
Ведучий:2: Today we are going to present you some of the most popular English traditions. The pupils of the 8th form will tell you about Pancake Day which is celebrated on Shrove Tuesday in spring at the beginning of Lent; Lent is a period of 40 days before Easter.

(На сцену виходить учень 8 класу в білому фартушку зі сковородою в руці.)

Учень 1: Well, on this day in England families usually have pancakes for dinner. At schools the children and teachers have pancakes for school dinner, and in restaurants clients ask for pancakes, too. Everyone knows that pancakes are delicious to eat, but do you know how to cook them?

(На плакаті біля ведучого прикріплені аркуші з інструкціями для прико​пування тіста для млинців. Завдання учням скласти поетапний рецепт приготування млинців.)

Учень 2: Let's put the instructions for making pancakes in the right order. 






(Учні складають рецепт приготування та випікання млинців. На сцену виходить ще один учень із тарілкою, на якій лежать млинці.)

Учень 3: So, let's imagine that we have already made our pancakes. Do you know that in England people not only eat them but race with them? Now we are going to have a pancake race at our school. I invite those who will take part in the race to take frying pans with pancakes on them and to take places at the end of the hall. You must run towards me tossing your pancakes 3 times during the race. The winner is a pupil who comes first and doesn't drop his pancake. So, be careful.

(Учні, які беруть участь у конкурсі, шикуються в кінці залу. Кожен три​має сковороду з млинцем. Вони повинні тричі підкинути млинці. Перемагає той, хто першим досягне фінішу, не впустивши млинець на підлогу.)

Учень 4: Another tradition is the Pancake fight when a cook tosses a pan​cake high into the air. The boys fight for the pancake. The winner is the boy who gets the biggest piece of the pancake. So, now I invite you to fight for the pancake. Even if you don't win, you will get a pancake for dinner.

(Бажаючі взяти участь у змаганні підходять до ведучого. Він підкидає млинець високо вгору, і кожен намагається відірвати якнайбільший шматок млинця.)

Ведучий 1: Thank you for your presentation and active participation in the competitions. Now, let's give the floor to the pupils of the 7"' form. They are going to present another English tradition — Christmas.

(На сцену виходить учень 7 класу, в руках тримає гілочку сосни чи ялинки.)

Учень 1 Today we are going to talk about Christmas. Do you know much about this holiday? Let's have a quiz and we will know who the winner is.
1. When is Christmas celebrated in Ukraine?
2. When is Christmas celebrated in Great Britain?
3. What are the symbols of this holiday?
4. Whose birthday is Christmas?
5. What do people decorate the Christmas tree with?
6. Are there any special dishes for the Christmas` evening?
7. Who brings presents for children on Christmas?
(Визначається переможець вікторини, нагороджується призом. На сце​ну виходить учень 2, тримаючи в руці декілька панчох.)

Учень 2: You see, I'm holding several stockings in my hand. Some of you may think I'm cold and I'm going to put them on. But you're mistaken. Does anybody know what they are meant for at Christmas? Yes, they arc for Christ​mas presents. Children in Britain put their stockings by the side of the chimney for Father Christmas or Santa Claus to put their presents in. Now, let's peep into our stockings. Will you do it and see if there is a present for you?

(Ведучий підходить до декількох учнів, пропонує їм заглянути всередину панчох і дістати невеличкі подарунки для себе.)

Учень З (виходить на середину залу, в руці — гарна поштова листівка): Oh, I see some of you have already got Christmas presents. It's a very good tradition, isn't it? But there is one more pleasant thing people do before Christmas: they send Christmas Cards to their friends, relatives and beloved ones to congratulate them with the coming year and to express their wishes on this occasion. Now I suggest having a competition for the best "Christmas Card. I invite one pupil from each form to come up to me. Here you can see some posters and coloured pencils. During three minutes you will be writing a Christmas Card to any person you want. Try to make your message humorous, mind your grammar and spelling.

(Учні підходять до постерів і пишуть вітальні листівки.) 
Ведучий 2: Now let's see what the results of our competition are. 
(Учні вибирають найкращу вітальну листівку і вітають переможця.)

Учень 4: So, we've got Christmas presents and Christmas Cards. What else do people usually do at Christmas? Yes, they sing. Carol-singing at Christmas is a very old custom. All over the country groups of people (young and old) sing in the streets and outside people's houses. The centre of carol-singing in London is Trafalgar Square. Can we sing here? Do you know any carols? 
(Учні виконують колядку «Jingle bells»)

Ведучий1: Thank you for interesting story about celebration of Christmas in great Britain. And now let’s invite the pupils of the 9 form. They will tell us about one more very important religious holiday, about Easter.

(Виходять представники 9 класу)
Учень 1. Ladies and gentlemen! Good afternoon! It's lovely to meet you here, at this day. 
From Scotland to the Channel, Britain is full of customs and traditions. A lot of them have very long histories. Some are funny, some are strange. But they're all interesting.
In Britain Easter is the most impor​tant Christian festival which falls between the 22 of March and the 25 of April. Easter means a celebration of the resurrection of Christ.
Учень 2. Eggs are painted; they symbolize the birth of new life and the coming of spring. Flowers, eggs, hot cross buns and rabbit, whose name is Easter Bunny are the Easter symbols in Great Britain. Easter Monday is also a public holiday.
I want to tell you about Easter tradition in Great Britain. On Easter Sunday or Monday a traditional Easter pastime, egg-rolling, takes place in England; it consists of rolling coloured, hard-boiled eggs down a slope until they are cracked and broken. Then they are eaten by their owners.

Учень 1. In some regions egg-rolling provided an opportunity for race. If his or her egg comes to the finish line and not broke, the owner could expect good luck in the future. If his or her egg was broken the owner could expect misfortune.
Учень 2. Now, let`s play egg-rolling. 
(Бажаючі пограти в гру виходять та змагаються )
Ведучий 2: And now I invite on our evening the pupils of the 10th form. They will tell us about the most famous and British holiday all over the world. But be careful and don’t scare, because this holiday is horror Halloween. 

(Виходять представники 10 класу) 
Учень 1: The celebration of All Saints Day or just Halloween takes place on October 31st. The tradition of Halloween began in the fifth century B.C. 
I am going to tell you about the most popular customs of Halloween. The most known tradition is the tradition of dressing. The tradition of dressing in costume for Halloween has both European and Celtic roots. Hundreds of years ago, winter was very bad time for poor people. There was no enough food and, many people afraid of the dark, the short days of winter were full of worry.
Учень 2:People in Britain believe that on Halloween ghosts came back to our world. To avoid these ghosts, people change their clothiers into the costumes of withes and ghosts and put on masks when they left their homes after dark. 
On Halloween, people put some food outside their homes to please the ghosts and prevent them from entering their home.

Fire has always played an important part in Halloween. Fire was very important to the Celts as it was to all early people. In the old days people lit bonfires to ward away evil spirits and in some places they used to jump over the fire to bring good luck. Today, we light candles in pumpkin and then put them outside our homes to ward of evil spirits.

Учень 3: Another tradition  is Trick or Treat was first known as Mischief Night. Hallo​ween was a time for making mischief — many parts of England still recognize this date as Mischief Night — when children would knock on doors demanding a treat  and people would disguise themselves as witches or ghosts, in or​der to obtain food and money from nervous householders.

Halloween was sometimes called Nut Night or Apple Night, in England. Families sit by the fire and tell stories while they ate apples and nuts. By the way it is one more Halloween tradition - to tell scared stories in dark rooms. Now listen to one of them:
The Dark House 

In a dark, dark wood, there was a dark, dark house, 

And in that dark, dark house, there was a dark, dark room, 

And in that dark, dark room, there was a dark, dark cupboard, 

And in that dark, dark cupboard, there was a dark, dark shelf, 

And in that dark, dark shelf, there was a dark, dark box, 

And in that dark, dark box, there was a GHOST!
Ведучий 1: So you see that there are lots of interesting traditions in Great Britain. Thank our participations for their preparing for today`s evening. 

Ведучий 2: And thank our guests – the best guests in the world. We wish you good luck and suppose that some of British tradition will become closer for you.   
Continue cooking pancakes until all the batter is used, adding more butter each time.





Cook until the pancake begins to curl round the edges


showing the golden brown color underneath. Ease a palette knife under the centre and flip it over.





To make pancakes, heat a little butter in an 18 cm frying pan with a heavy base.





Sift the flour and salt into a bowl.





Serve immediately with sugar and lemon juice or fill with a sweet filling.





Now beat the mixture with a wooden spoon, adding the milk gradually until well mixed.





Make a small hole in the centre of the flour/salt, mixture and add the egg.





Pour in a little oil, moving the pan round until


there is a thin coating of oil all over the pan.





Wait until the butter is very hot, running it round to coat the sides of the pan. Pour away any surplus.





Next fry the other side until it is golden brown, then turn the pancake onto a warm plate and cover.
